The crochet
charts were made before a standard crochet charting system was developed. The instructions often have that 'look at
the picture and figure it out' paragraph that modern crocheters are not familiar with.Ms. Gray did a wonderful job of
writing up a history and working out some basic rug patterns. No, not all the patternsin the book are charted or easy to
understand. Rug finishing is barely covered at the back of the book. It leaves alot for you to figure out on your
own.Even though the book desperately needs modernizing, better photographs, and more of the patterns charted - it'sa
good reference book. She still has that element of 'your rug may not lay flat' but she at least tells you why and how to
correct it.| recommend this book to anyone who wants to seriously make rag rugs that look nice. It's not for a
beginning crocheter or anyone who has difficulty with charts. | recommend that you make your own charts by
following the written instructions where given.When working with 3 or more colorsin your rug and carrying them to
do colorwork, she doesn't take into account how bulky your rug will be or how to carry the extra colors smoothly.
